All residents of Three Colonies need to be on the look out for vandals and thieves. Please report any incident that occurs to you or your neighbors so we can all be made aware of what is happening in our neighborhood. Our community is normally quiet, but a few things have happened in the last few weeks that everyone should be made aware of.

Another resident reported having the rear window of their car broken out. 

Please make sure your home and vehicles are securely locked when you are not at home. If you are leaving for a few days, make sure the neighbors know to watch for any suspicious activity around your home. It is best to either cancel delivery or have a neighbor pick up any mail or newspapers to avoid the property looking unattended.  Lights on at night are a great deterrent to mischief.  Some people leave a TV or stereo playing to give an impression of someone being home.  If you have a problem or witness something suspicious occurring at a neighbor’s home call 911 and make a report. (DO NOT call the guard at the gate for help) they are not police officers and are not permitted to leave the gate to respond to calls. After you call the police you may call the guard to make them aware of the problem so they can be on the lookout until the police arrive.
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
